1. Translational Health Science and Technology Institute (THSTI) is an autonomous Institute of the
Department of Biotechnology, Ministry of Science and Technology, Govt. of India. The institute is an
integral part of the interdisciplinary NCR Biotech Science Cluster located at Faridabad, and is designed
asadynamic, interactive organization with the mission to conductinnovative translational research and
to develop research collaborations across disciplines and professions to translate concepts into
products to improve human health.

2. THSTI has built several inter-institutional collaborations and connectivity with industrysupported by
well-trained teams of research and laboratory staff. This foundation has helpedpursuit of thematic
research programmes which can be broadly categorized as, (a) Infectiousdiseases and Immunology (b)
